Your child will enjoy the following topics this term.





Mathematics


This term we will be further extending our knowledge of the number system. We will also cover


shape, fractions, percentages and 


probability.  We will practise using mental, 


calculator and ‘pencil and paper’ calculation


methods;  particularly in the context of


problem solving within real life situations.





English


Our term begins with a unit on Persuasive Writing. We will learn how to argue our own point of view whilst acknowledging others may not agree. To tie in with Eco-Week, we will consider the question ‘Is Graffiti Art?’ Following this, we will be revising a range of writing genre through the book 


‘Street Child’ by Berlie Doherty.





Art


Our Art activities this term are focussed on textiles. We will be using a range of textiles to create textures and images. This work will be linked to The Victorians and some


of the technological changes 


that occurred. We will be looking


at the work of Victorian artists.








RE/Personal, Social and Health Education


Year Six is a very important year and we will be focusing on coping with changes, developing responsibility and managing relationships. In RE we will be looking at how God is written about in different texts and what they tell us


about people’s relationship to Him. We


will be looking at how we learn.





Science


We will be studying a range of topics this term: we will look at conductors, insulators and circuits in ‘Electricity’; we will study the Life Cycle and growth needs of Flowering Plants; and we will be learning about ‘The Earth, Sun and Moon’ including


the length of time of different orbits.


Other topics will be revised.


   








French and Music


During Mr P’s and Mr Wood’s planning time, the children will continue to learn French with Madame Kidger.


French will be taught by the class teachers. 


We will be revising numbers, days and months.
