Your child will enjoy the following topics this term.





Mathematics


This term we will be further extending our knowledge of the number system. We will also cover


shape, fractions, percentages and 


probability.  We will practise using mental, 


calculator and ‘pencil and paper’ calculation


methods;  particularly in the context of


problem solving within real life situations.





English


We will begin the year by studying Journalistic Writing, focusing on local issues, followed by Biography and Autobiography. The children will continue with guided reading but still need to read at home five times a week. Different spelling patterns will be studied. We will then move


on to studying Narrative.





PE


As well as continuing to develop our batting, bowling and fielding skills, through cricket, we will be refining our dance skills, linked to our history 


topic. We hope to develop positive, lifelong attitudes to physical exercise.  The children 


will have opportunities to join extra-curricular 


sports clubs.











RE/Personal, Social and Health Education


This term we will be thinking about ‘New Beginnings’ in PSHE. Strategies to cope with unfamiliar and difficult situations will be learned. The school will continue to develop the 


‘Lighthouse System’ which will


reinforce the Christian values.








Science


Our topics this term are Adaptation and Interdependence, Reversible and Irreversible Changes and Forces in Action. Whenever possible we will link the science to other topics, but


some of the teaching will be in discrete 


units. The children will have opportunities


to  carry out their own experiments. 


   








French and Music


During enrichment afternoon, which is every Tuesday, the children will continue to learn French with a new teacher, Mrs Lewis, and will continue with their music and singing as before.

ICT


During the course of this term we will be producing, editing and evaluating multi-media presentations. We will use Power Point to enhance our 


classroom learning.

Geography

Common birds will be identified and general fieldwork skills will be developed. We will be visiting Slimbridge Centre, in order to discover about the relationship between habitats and birds.
