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We will be studying The Victorians by

researching the lives of children and 
learning about Bristol’s famous people, 
especially I.K. Brunel.
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Your child will enjoy the following topics this term.





Mathematics


Leading up to SATs, we will be revising areas that the children always find particularly tricky, including multi-step word problems, and decimals, fractions and percentages. The children will also be using a range of mathematical skills in their Enterprise Project, during which they will learn about 


profit and pricing.








English


We will be revising all genres in writing in for the first few weeks leading up to SATs. After SATs we will be focusing on developing speaking and drama skills through our end of year performance.  We


 will be consolidating writing and reading


 using ‘Oliver’ and ‘The Victorians’ as our


stimuli.





Art/D&T


This term we will be studying the work of Gustav Klimt and creating our own collages. The children will also play their part in designing and


creating props and  scenery for Oliver.








Personal, Social and Health Education


We will be focusing on reflecting on our time at primary school. What have been our greatest successes and what will the targets for secondary school be? We will use Circle Time to discuss issues that will help the children cope with


all of the changes in this transition


phase.





Science   


As we have devoted a large proportion of 


the timetable to Science prior to SATs, 


once they are completed, we will be focusing on other areas of the curriculum. 





Music 


The children will be learning about silent movies and will be composing their own music to accompany a film clip. They will learn the songs needed for our Leavers’ Show and invent some of 


their own Victorian Street Cries


which could have been used to sell


items in the nineteenth century.











During this term, the children will begin their transition from primary to secondary school. There will be opportunities for them to visit their new schools, and some of the teachers will visit the pupils here and talk to us about them individually. All children respond to this time of school differently. Please let us know if your child is displaying more than expected levels of anxiety, and we will do what we can to help. ICT
